Programmatic Innovation in Emergency Care Delivery  
1. Integrated Emergency-Outpatient Heart Failure Care Model
Co-led the development and implementation of an ED-initiated, same-day heart failure care delivery model that allows for prompt outpatient follow-up or same-day diuresis for volume-overloaded, clinically stable patients. This program prevented over 50 hospitalizations in a span of 9 months and continues to be a successful model for reducing admissions and re-admissions. As part of this initiative, I co-developed standardized workflows, referral criteria, and governance structures to support safe implementation across ED and outpatient care settings.

2. Suspicion for Cancer Care Delivery Model 
Prior to January of 2025, Yale New Haven Hospital lacked a care model for undifferentiated or incidental masses work-up. Co-led the development of ED-to-oncology care model, where patients with incidental masses are referred to an oncology extended care clinic for expedited outpatient oncology evaluation. The model was designed to be resource-neutral while improving care continuity for patients with new cancer concerns.  
Outcome: In the first five weeks since implementation, a total of 32 patients were referred to the clinic. 

Quality Improvement & Patient Safety Initiatives 
1. Designed and implemented a hospital-wide overhead alert protocol to expedite respiratory therapist (RT) response for critically ill patients in the ED.

2. Established a structured workflow for monthly reviews of rapid response team activations within 12 hours of hospital admission to identify ED-related quality and safety issues.

3. Co-led the integration of electronic Cardiac Arrest Risk Triage (eCART), an AI-based cardiac index deterioration tool, into ED workflows to enable proactive monitoring of at-risk boarding patients across Yale New Haven Hospitals.

4. Streamlined the Yale DEM’s QA process for ED mortalities through development of a standardized, resident-driven review template, improving efficiency, consistency, and resident engagement in CQI.

Sepsis Champion 
Outcome: at the beginning of 2024, Yale New Haven Health’s CMS SEP-1 score was at 0% at its lowest. Over the following 18 months, worked with a multi-disciplinary team to modify and streamline sepsis care workflows at YNHH. With these efforts, our CY2024 SEP-1 compliance went from 32% to 54% in CY2025. 
1. Co-developed and implemented protocols coupling blood cultures with antibiotic administration to improve compliance with sepsis treatment timelines.
2. Partnered with SEP-1 abstractors to optimize the number of charts screened for SEP-1 compliance 
3. Collaborated with multidisciplinary teams to integrate sepsis bundles into ED workflows and improve SEP-1 compliance and documentation
4. Collaborated with nursing leadership and implemented a stop-gap measure to improve sepsis bundle compliance by rounding on admitted patients to ensure sepsis bundle compliance 
Current Work: Leading a multi-disciplinary team to design and implement a novel sepsis quality model that minimizes unnecessary provider and nursing workflow disruptions. The approach integrates behavioral “nudge” science and real-time clinical decision support to proactively prompt the required SEP-1 care elements, aligning bedside care while reducing alert fatigue.

Medication Safety Initiatives
Collaborated on and led initiatives addressing multiple medication safety issues, including:
1. Preventing epinephrine route errors in priapism care
2. Mitigating lidocaine toxicity by discontinuing high-risk formulations
3. Clarifying Versed use via labeling to avoid incorrect administration (IM vs IV)
4. Developed an ED-based reconciliation process for patients with pulmonary hypertension, routing them to pharmacist consultation for prostacyclin management. Since implementation, no near misses have occurred among boarding patients admitted to the hospital. The initiative was well-received and subsequently adopted enterprise-wide (see Publications). 
5. Implemented a safety reminder system to prevent dispensing of dabigatran (Pradaxa) without appropriate bridging therapy
